   Scripture contains no philosophically mature 
doctrine of the Trinity; the word itself never appears.  
But its reality lies deeply embedded in the New 
Testament and emerged over time.  Painstakingly, the 
church discerned and taught from scripture the only 
doctrine adequate to the witness of both Testaments:  
That the one God of biblical Israel at the heart of 
creation and redemption is a reality of three persons.  
It is the mind of the church interpreting scripture, and 
not scripture alone, that leads us to the truth of 
salvation. 
   Still, the best way to learn about the Trinity is to go 
to scripture.  Who God is in heaven above (the deep 
mystery of God’s being) can always be seen in what 
God does on earth below (God’s relentless divine 
activity in the world for the sake of salvation). 
   In this week’s Romans passage, Paul seems to 
presume three separate, self-aware divine persons in 
the Holy:  Father-God, Christ-Son, and Spirit of God.  
Those who are led by God’s Spirit are God’s children, 
having lost servile fear of God when the Spirit bestows 
the consciousness of being God’s beloved child.  This 
“spirit of adoption” puts our relationship with God on 
an intimate basis; the Spirit inscribes its reality in our 
hearts.  Paul also suggests that the Spirit’s work 
infuses in us Jesus’ own beloved-child relationship to 
God. 
   Passages that interrelate the three divine persons can 
be found in Matthew 28:19 (today’s Gospel); John 
14:26, 16:13-15; Acts 2:33-36;  Romans 8:9-11; 
Ephesians 1:3-14; 1Peter 1:2; Revelation 1:4-5, Even 
if scripture contains so explicit Trinitarian formula, 
this threefold description of God’s work is used 
strikingly often by otherwise very different New 
Testament writers.  It’s even more striking that these 
writers were devout monotheists Jews.

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Observing Memorial Day 
     Many people confuse Memorial Day 
and Veterans Day. According to the 
U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs, 
“Memorial Day is a day for 
remembering and honoring military 
personnel who died in the service of their country, 
particularly those who died in battle or as a result of wounds 
sustained in battle. While those who died are also 
remembered, Veterans Day is the day set aside to thank and 
honor ALL those who served honorably in the military - in 
wartime or peacetime. In fact, Veterans Day is largely 
intended to thank LIVING veterans for their service, to 
acknowledge that their contributions to our national security 
are appreciated, and to underscore the fact that all those who 
served - not only those who died - have sacrificed and done 
their duty.” 
     The “Memorial” in Memorial Day has been ignored by too 
many of us who are beneficiaries of those who have given the 
ultimate sacrifice. Often we do not observe the day as it 
should be, a day where we actively remember our ancestors, 
our family members, our loved ones, our neighbors, and our 
friends who have given the ultimate sacrifice:  
by visiting cemeteries and placing flags or flowers on the 

graves of our fallen heroes. 
by visiting memorials. 
by flying the U.S. Flag at half-staff until noon. 
by flying the 'POW/MIA Flag' as well (Section 1082 of the 

1998 Defense Authorization Act). 
by participating in a “National Moment of Remembrance” at 

3 p.m. to pause and think upon the true meaning of the 
day, and for Taps to be played. 

by renewing a pledge to aid the widows, widowers, and 
orphans of our fallen dead, & to aid the disabled veterans.

1=C, 2=B, 3=A  Communities in the North & South organized 
the first memorial days in 1865, laying flowers on headstones in 
the months after the war ended which evolved into ‘Decoration 
Day” set for early summer. Eventually this day became known as 
Memorial Day and now honors American soldiers who sacrificed 
their lives in all wars and conflicts. 
 

Did you know… 
§ There is actually a law passed by Congress in 2000 that 

requires us all in United States to pause at 3:00 pm local 
time on Memorial Day to remember and honor the 
fallen. And the flag should be at half-staff until noon then 
raised to the top of the staff. 

 

§ Here are the number of casualties in each U.S. war: 
        Civil War– Approximately 620,000 Americans died.  
        (The Union lost almost 365,000 troops and the Confederacy 
        about 260,000 & over half of these deaths were  caused by disease. 
        World War I– 116,516 Americans died, more than half  
        from disease. 
        World War II – 405,399 Americans died. 
        Korean War– 36,574 Americans died. 
        Vietnam– 58,220 Americans died. More than 47,000 were 
        killed in action & nearly 11,000 died in other causes 
        Desert Storm–148 U.S. battle deaths & 145 non-battle deaths. 
        Operation Iraqi Freedom– 4,422 U.S. service  
        members died. 
        Operation Enduring Freedom– 2,318 U.S. service  
        members died as of May 12, 2014. 
 

§ Many people will fire-up their grills this Memorial Day and 
about 7 billion hotdogs will be consumed from Memorial 
Day to Labor Day.  Same time only 150 years ago, “Buffalo 
Bill”-Cody was hired by U.S. Army to serve as a scout to 
hunt bison. So while you are out grilling your hot dogs, 
picture the first Memorial Day where our US Army still fed 
themselves by hunting bison.
